Seatbelts and booster seats legislation

We would also like to remind you that the driver is responsible for complying with the laws in re-
spect of seat belts and child restraints.

The following rules are in force:
. The driver must wear a seatbelt at all times whilst driving.

. A child from its 34 birthday up to 135 cm in height
(approximately 4’ 5”) or their 12tk birthday, whichever they
reach first, should use a correct child restraint, i.e. a booster
seat or cushion appropriate for the weight of the child with

a seatbelt.
. The only exception is where two occupied child restraints
prevent the fitment of a third.

. It is the driver’s responsibility to ensure that children are
seated and restrained correctly.

13 years old must wear a seat belt and it is the driver’s re-
sponsibility to ensure that they do so.

We take the safety of our players seri-
ously as you would want us to.

However, parents must accept that by
being unable to provide transport them-
selves they are accepting that those who
do are adequately equipped to do so.
